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Route Description
This route description is designed to be used with a map of the local area, we recommend the OS217 map. The description is not exhaustive and only highlights key areas where we felt directions may help. A GPX file of the route is also available for download and can be used to help navigate the route. Please ensure you have the adequate skill and kit to complete the route safely, including water for yourself and your dog if you are taking them. Please always follow the countryside code. The Stretton Summits Round is multi terrain and is carried out at your own risk.

Starting from The Outdoor Depot on Sandford Avenue in Church Stretton, head towards the A49 and straight over the pedestrian crossing. Bear left onto Watling Street North, then take the 2nd left up the sunken lane. Before the cattle grid (463 940) take the footpath through the new kissing gate on the right before the house, into the field. Head straight up the hill into Helmeth Wood (468 938) using the stile. Turn right into the wood, keeping right at the fork in the path to take the route around the edge of the wood to the next stile which takes you out and across a field towards a large metal gate, with a wooden stile along the fence. Head over stile and take a left onto the wide stoney track then through gate. Immediately turn right following the fence line up to next gate (473 936). Go through the gate and head up but bearing right along the sheep track towards Gaer Stones. Head up Hope Bowdler Hill (477 937) and along the ridge to gate/fence. Go left downhill following the fence line to gate, head across field towards wide stoney track 480 949 (known locally as Wilstone Track or Cwms Lane). Go right onto the track, then take one of the gates on the left across field to the bottom of Caer Caradoc. Head up Caradoc to the top (479 952) before bearing right and then down to little Caradoc. At the bottom of Little Caradoc follow the fence line to pick up the wide track and then right onto road. Be careful of cars here, and head towards Lawley Hill by country lane. Bear left to merge with another country lane and head up to the White Farm House (486 967) before bearing right up the stoney track to the top of The Lawley (495 974). Get to the Pole at the top and head back the way you came. From farm track turn right onto the country lane, and then left onto footpath (485 968), keep heading across fields until you eventually come to another country lane, turning left. Head down the lane for a short distance, then turn right onto footpath (475 968). Follow this footpath across fields heading towards the A49 to cross. Please be careful here as the traffic is fast and constant. Cross with care heading towards the B road. Go past the house on the right and immediately take the stile on the right to pick up the footpath heading down the field towards Dudgeley Farm. Take care crossing the un-manned railway crossing. Continue towards Dudgeley Farm. Go right onto country lane and almost immediately turn left taking the footpath past the house (467968). Stay on the narrow track towards Gog Batch. As soon as you get through the gate where the interlocking streams are, take a sharp left up the steep bank to the road, go left onto road and almost immediately right up the track towards Jinlye / Plush Hill (452 963). Head straight over the road and head up the Longmynd on the wide grassy bank towards Jonathan's Rock. Keep on the main track of The Shropshire Way to Pole Bank (415 945) and then Pole Cottage. Opposite the 6 bar gate there is a sheep track that takes you down towards Baristers Plain and then on to Small Batch. Continue past Small Batch Campsite, bear right along the country lane then left past The Ragleth Inn (which we highly recommend for refreshments and snacks to fuel you up the last climb!). Crossing the A49 again, take the footpath to the top of Ragleth Hill (452 918). Continue along the spine of Ragleth Hill heading north east to the end of the hill, bear right down the track to the Dry Hill Farm track and then left on the country lane passing the house on the left. Take the small footpath to the left (462 924) down towards and then past Snatchfields Farm, Continue on down the wide stoney track to the A49 and back to Church Stretton using whichever crossing you like, returning to The Outdoor Depot to collect your prize – our iron on embroidered patch. Here you can have an optional polaroid picture taken of you where you can appear on our leader board.
